“Cool Bible Facts”

Considered  by some as the middle verses in the Bible.

Psalm 103

1 Bless the LORD, O my soul: and all that is within me, bless His holy name.
2 Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits:

The shortest chapter of the Bible is Psalms 117 with only 2 verses.

Longest chapter in the Bible is two chapters later at Psalm 119 with 176 

verses.

Shortest verses of the Bible show a sharp contrast in message: "Jesus 

wept." John 11:35 and "Rejoice evermore" 1 Thessalonians 5:16

The Bible is actually a library of 66 books, written by 44 authors over a period 

of about 1500 years. When the Bible was first written, there were no chapters 

or verses as today.
